| apologize for the delay in responding to your letter dated May 13, 2005, on behalf of your
constituent, She suggested allowing a full deduction for long-term care
insurance premiums.

The IRS cannot allow an unlimited deduction because the law limits the deduction for these
premiums, with the amount depending on the taxpayer’s age. For a person in the 50-60
age group the amount allowed for 2004 was $980 and for 2005 is $1,020, adjusted for
inflation. [Section 213(d)(10) of the Internal Revenue Code.]
